BOY SCOUTS ORDER OF THE ARROW'’S “ONE DAY OF SERVICE”

The Boy Scouts of America working through the Illinek Lodge of the Order of
the Arrow (OA) of the Abraham Lincoln Council held their annual ‘One Day of Service’
to retire worn and tattered American flags. The One Day of Service was held on
Saturday, April 8, 2006. The Boy Scouts and Cub Scouts collected worn American flags
at 12 locations throughout the Abraham Lincoln Council, which includes Morgan,
Macoupin, Sangamon, Montgomery, Christian, Menard, Cass, Scott Counties and part of
Green County. Several of the area business in Jacksonville and Springfield collected
worn and tattered American flags weeks before.

The Scouts collected the flags in the morning at the designated collection stations. The
Scouts then brought the worn American flags to the Council’s camp, Camp Illinek, on
Lake Springfield to be given a proper retirement. The retirement ceremonies at camp
Illinek started at 9:00 am and lasted until 4:00 pm.

The Boy Scouts retired more than 1,500+/- worn flags Saturday. This was over 400 more
then the Boy Scouts retired in previous years. This year, members of the Order of the
Arrow, Boy Scouts, and Cub Scouts worked approximately 450 total hours in a combined
effort to make this event a success.

In addition, a group of Arrowman both adults and youth spent Saturday constructing 36
wooden benches for Camp Illinek in Springfield and Camp Bunn in Hettick.

“OA-OA” Order of the Arrow Ocean Adventure

(This is the second in a series of planned
articles that we will be providing over the
next few months about special high
adventure programs available only to
members of the Order of the Arrow.)

In cooperation with the BSA Florida
Sea Base, each summer the OA offers
six, 13-day experiences unique to
Scouting. Under the direction of the
National Marine Sanctuary and the
National Oceanic and Atmospheric
Administration (NOAA), Florida Sea
Base staff with strong OA backgrounds
lead participants on a two week scuba
diving adventure in the beautiful
Florida Keys.

Participants have the opportunity to
explore and serve the undersea world
in one of Scouting’s most unique high
adventure opportunties. One-half of
the Ocean Adventure program allows
participants to become PADI Scuba
trained and certified. The remaining
portion of the program is focuses on
rendering cheerful service to the ocean
marine life and coral reefs of the
Florida Keys.

PADI Scuba certification requires a
significant amount of independent
study, which you will completed prior
to arrival at the Florida Sea Base. The
service projects consist of a variety of
projects, defined by the National
Marine Sanctuary and NOAA, some of
which will be underwater reef cleaning
and monitoring projects. In addition
to Scuba certification and undersea
projects, participants  strengthen
leadership skills, learn

more about marine environments,
strengthen understanding of the Order
of the Arrow and explore the history of
the beautiful Florida Keys.

Participants must be between age of 16
the day the program begins and not yet
21 by the time it concludes; they must be
physically fit and able to comfortable
pass the BSA swim test as well as the
Sea Base Class IIl medical; be a
registered member of the Boy Scouts of
America and their local Order of the
Arrow lodge. The 2006 cost is $275 for
the 13 day experience which covers
PADI Scuba certification, food, housing
and program related expenses.
Additional expenses include travel
to/from Sea Base as well as
miscellaneous purchases which are the
participants responsibility.

The “OA-OA” adventure is one of
Scouting’s most popular high adventure
programs. Spaces are very limited with
the 2006 program having filled up
several weeks ago. If you think that you
